This agreement is to facilitate the transfer of students between the Tulsa
Community College Associate in Arts in Sociology and Missouri Southern State
University Bachelor of Science in Sociology.

Terms
e The agreed upon two plus two programs apply to the Bachelor of Science in Sociology.

e The agreed upon two plus two courses taken at Tulsa Community College and Missouri
Southern are identified in the Transfer Guide addendum.

e The Bachelor of Science in Sociology regulations for accreditation are met by courses in
this agreement at Tulsa Community College and Missouri Southern State University.

e MSSU?’s current national accreditation through the Higher Learning Commission (HLC) is
supported by this agreement and the maintenance of competencies and course standards at
Tulsa Community College.

e Tulsa Community College Sociology AA students with a 2.00 grade point average may
apply in the usual timeline to the MSSU BS in Sociology program.

Duration, Notice of Change or Cancellation
